Construction is underway on a new hangar on the east side of the Jefferson airport.  Hamilton   
Redi-Mix of Jefferson is doing the ground preparation and foundation work for the 60 ft. by 60 ft. 
hangar.  Henningsen Construction, Inc. of Atlantic, Iowa will build the metal building, which will 
have a 52 ft. wide by 15 ft. high door opening facing south.  The City was able to take advantage of 
a 95% federal aviation grant.  Construction is expected to be finished in             
November.  The new larger hangar will accommodate larger twin engine aircraft.  
It is already spoken for and will realize rental income for the City airport for many 
years to come.

The Wastewater Department and the City have implemented a Manhole                  
Rehabilitation program.  The program will help cut down on inflow and infiltration of 
ground water and help the structural integrity of the 60 + year old brick sanitary  
manholes.  The company doing the work for the City is Rehab Systems, Inc. of    
Cherokee.  The manholes are power washed to remove any loose mortar and debris.  

The decaying steps are removed and all holes are patched.  The final step is to spray a ½” layer of 
Strong Seal mortar and fiberglass mixture.  This layer will cover the walls and floor of the manhole.  
There have currently been over 60 manholes completed.  Payment for this project is from the Local 
Option Sales Tax Fund.

In June, all roads in the East and North Cemeteries were resurfaced by placing a single seal 
coat on the roads.  This amounts to over 16,000 feet of roadway which has been seal coated.  
The cemetery roads were groomed, leveled and straightened by the City of Jefferson street, 
parks, and cemetery departments.  Actual seal coating was completed by Fort Dodge Asphalt 
Co.  This project was performed in conjunction with the City street project in which several 
City streets were slurry sealed.

Please be sure when you call the water dept. to come fix or 
look at your water meter, there is easy access to your meter.

A common problem each winter is frozen water meters and water lines.  This can occur by cold drafts due to 
broken windows, basement doors not getting completely shut, leaky foundations,  heat-tapes or heat-lamps 
that did not get plugged in or simply failed, and empty houses where the heating unit has failed or shut off.  
Flooding can occur causing damage to contents. Also, if the  water meter breaks from freezing, a new meter 
will cost approximately $85.00 and if the water line freezes "after" the meter, you could end up with a         
significant water bill on top of the water damage.  Many of these potential costs could be avoided by simply 
inspecting and remedying any issues in your basement or crawlspace before winter. Persons with empty   
unheated homes for sale or persons with empty rental properties should contact the water department and 
request  the outside curb box be shut off and the water meter be removed for winter. If you have any      
questions regarding  any of these projects, please contact Paul Richardson at the water plant at 386-2611.

It is the duty of the owner or occupants of all lots or lands within the City to keep all         
sidewalks in front of and adjoining the property owned or occupied by them free and 
clear from all snow and ice and other accumulations. 
In the event the property owner does not keep the sidewalks clean as provided in this   
section, the City may, after a period of twelve hours without notice to the property 
owner, cause the same to be removed and the sidewalk cleaned. 

Persons who fail to abate these types of nuisances may be issued a municipal infraction citation or 
the City may abate the nuisance and assess all costs to the homeowner by placing a lien on their 
property taxes.

ATTENTION  SNOWBIRDS  THANK S  N ANCY  

The clearing of the snow from the public streets is essential to enable traffic to move.   Vehicles 
parked on the City streets during snow removal makes it impossible to clear those streets of           
accumulated snow.  It is therefore necessary to define the time that vehicles shall be left on the 
streets. 
A “Snow Emergency” “Snow Emergency” “Snow Emergency” “Snow Emergency” means any accumulation of snow in the amount of one-half inch, or any 
amount in  excess thereof. 
City ordinance prohibits any person from parking, abandoning, or leaving unattended any vehicle 
on any public street, alley, or City-owned off-street parking area during a snow emergency unless 
the snow has been removed or plowed from such street, alley, or parking area, and the snow has 
ceased to fall.  A snow  emergency parking ban shall continue from its inception 
through the duration of the snowstorm and the forty-eight hour time period after 
cessation of the storm (except upon the streets that have been fully opened.) 
The City ordinance will be strictly enforced.  Please help us by removing vehicles from 
the City parking areas whenever the ordinance applies.
